Zainab and Saba love the school and life in the
Ressource Centre, but they still find the play ground too noisy and busy and mostly stay with
Zarina. They show their happiness, say a word and play with with the guidance of their teacher.

Mudassir works hard in the perspective of the public exam next March 2019. Daily, he writes a few
lines. He becomes more extrovert, bolder to express and wants to obtain a certificate and go to
college. All teachers join hands to teach and guide, give more practice. His parents now accept the
activities and allow Mudassir to stay more at school. All students take a turn to come and repeat a
lesson, do an exercise, talk with Mudassir. His success is the effort of all the class.

Maryam is very enthousaistic. She is stronger on her legs and walks better. She learns happily.
Adnan, whose sight reduces gradually has agreed to join Maryam. Private classes are always more
effective. For them, we have 2 years to prepare for class X, but special classes have started along
with Mudassir's. Our three children are happy and try their best to thank for the efforts done by all.

The building serves public civic life whenever required. For the past elections, Marica was the local
voting centre.

MARICA KESARAM - 325 children
